Home learning support – Information for Parents
When will my child need to learn from home? 
· If your child has to self-isolate because of coronavirus
· If there’s a local lockdown and the school is advised to partially close or your child has to shield

What’s my child expected to do? 
We’re determined to keep all of our pupils on-track this year and make sure no one falls behind if they need to learn from home because of coronavirus. 

So, we want to make sure your child can learn as much as possible at home. The following new guidelines cover our ideal expectations of what we’d like your child to do while learning remotely, and how we plan to support you and them. We aim to send out work from the 2nd day of absence. On the first day of absence your child can complete their reading, times tables work and any homework already set. You can also choose exercises from bbc bitesize – website address is below. 

Work will be set via Google classroom. This is a school based system with pupil emails that cannot be accessed by anyone outside of Hassell Primary. We will teach the same curriculum in school as we do remotely although there may be some adaptions for remote learning when it is for individual children. Children can complete their work in their home learning book or, where appropriate, via digital format. Worksheets do not have to be printed; the activities can be viewed on screen and answered in work books.

Each day we’d like your child to: 

· Complete their maths, English, Phonics (EYFS and KS1 children) and topic lesson that have been provided for working at home. These lessons use the recommended government programmes with Oak National Academy, White Rose Maths, BBC Bitesize and school directed lessons and follow the learning structure that the children would receive in school. Work will be sent via email or google classroom, depending on whether individual students are isolating or whole bubble groups / school are closed. 
· English: Units of work from Oak National Academy – teacher led video lessons or individual activities from class teachers. Work completed in school book
· Maths: Units of work from White Rose maths – video lessons and activities following the same problem solving approach within school. Answer sheets will be provided for self marking at home. Work to be completed in school book.  
· Phonics (EYFS and KS1) following Read Write Inc activities

· Topic: There will also be work set by class teachers in line with the school lessons for the topic. Where appropriate these may be from Purple Mash, Oak National Academy or may be specific activities from school. Worksheets do not need to be printed but can be stuck into the children’s work book if they are.

Links for phonics videos with Read, Write Inc will be posted directly on class pages. 

Timetables of the day will be provided to give each class an expectation of what to complete and in which order. This will include the scheduled Live Meets. For EYFS and KS1 we expect home learning to take approximately 3 hours over the course of the day and at KS2 this increases to 4 hours. 

· Sending work to school
· Each day we would like a screen shot or picture of the work completed to be sent to your class teacher via Google Classroom  in order for staff to support your child with their learning. We ask that these are sent in by 3pm, or earlier where possible, in order to give staff time to respond to your child’s work. Staff  are not expected to work mark on the same day if it is submitted later than 3pm.
It’s important that your child engages with home learning. If they aren’t, we’ll use the following strategies to provide additional support:   
· Text message home, email home and phone call home 
· Increased feedback via Google Classroom conversations (including live meets)
· If all else fails and we cannot gain contact / engagement, a visit from the Education and Welfare team to check everyone is ok and to offer support. 

What support will the school provide?  
· Regular contact with teachers through emails, phone calls, chats and scheduled video class meets in google classroom. 
· Regular feedback on work completed, so your child knows how they’re doing. This may include whole class feedback sheets, comments from daily marking, verbal feedback during Live Meet sessions. Individual children may also be asked to attend live study support sessions with adults in school to help them with their learning.
Where families have no internet access or limited access, paper copies of work can be provided on request.
If your child is struggling to access remote learning due to a problem with internet access or the lack of an appropriate device, please contact school as we may also be able to help with this.


What can I do to help my child? 

Create a positive environment for your child to learn at home, for example: 
· Distinguish between weekdays and weekends, to separate school life and home life
· Designate a working space if possible, and at the end of the day have a clear cut-off to signal school time is over 
· Create and stick to a routine, as this is what your child is used to at school. For example, eat breakfast at the same time each morning and make sure they're dressed before starting the ‘school’ day
· Stick a timetable up on the wall so everyone knows what they should be doing when, and tick activities off throughout the day

· Make time for exercise and breaks throughout the day to keep your child active 

· Send a daily update of your child’s work to their teacher via Google classroom so teachers can monitor how your child is doing and offer support where needed
· Keep in regular contact with school so we know you are ok and can answer any questions you may have. 
Additional support for pupils with additional needs:

We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND) may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families and we will work with parents and carers to support pupils according to their needs. 

This may include sending separate work packs, having individual 1:1 Meet sessions and completing interventions based around the child’s needs. If you feel that your child needs additional support with their home learning, please do not hesitate to get in contact with school to discuss ways in which we can help your family. 
Internet Safety

Although the children are working from home and not school, we encourage everyone to follow the same internet safety advice. Further government guidance can be found at:

In addition, parents should ensure that their children can: 
Keep their details for our school Google Classroom account private – do not share links or passwords with anyone else.
Do their work in a shared space in their house, rather than in their bedroom. 

Wear daytime clothes - no pyjamas for pupils (does not have to be school uniform).

Be mindful that other children might see or hear them and anything in the background when they are on live Google meets with their teacher. Children should be polite and behave towards each other in the same way that they would in class. 

Be aware that Google Meets live sessions may be recorded by the class teacher.
